	G Glenwright Trophy
	Singles competition, 4 woods per player.  Best of three sets, first to 7 shots in each set.   The jack alternates on first two sets; in the event of a third set the players toss again to decide who has the jack.

	Jackie James Pairs
	All entrants are drawn from the hat. 4 woods each player. Traditionally  eleven ends per match., but format may be adjusted on the day, depending on number of entries.

	Ambrose Hunter Triples
	Skips are selected from the entry list, then drawn, followed by a draw for the rest of each team. Each team plays three games of seven ends (2 points for a win, one for a draw; in the event of a tie shots difference counts). Depending on numbers/timing, either the top four qualifiers play semi-finals or top two move directly to final.   

	Queens Cup [Triples]

	Peter Common Trophy

	Monday Shield


	Skips chosen, with the rest of the team drawn.  15 ends, with one shot on the first end and eight bowls per team.  Players score the number of shots of their team each night, with the best six scores over the season being used for qualifying; the top 8 players go forward to the Final.  For the Final (one trial end), skips are chosen and teams are drawn, with players' position decided by each team. 

	Saturday Jumbles
